WORSHIP FRAMEWORK

Worship is central to our existence as human beings in relationship with God. The Westminster
confession [a foundational belief statement for us] states “We exist to love God and enjoy him
forever”

The book of Hebrews is addressed to a group of Jewish Christians who were buckling under cultural
pressure to ‘tone down’ and modify their worship life. The form of worship was becoming more
important than heartfelt devotion to Jesus. The writer of Hebrews [possibly Paul] strips things back
to understanding the old covenant of worship and how it leads us to participate in the new covenant
of worship. Paul in Hebrews 12 paints a climatic vision of the freedom and glory we have in worship
of God through Jesus.

Worship is corporate: We worship and value gathering together. Worship is personal: we value daily
time with God. Worship is life: From the office to the bedroom to the sanctuary — we are called to
participate in worship. | encourage you to journal, write down and SHARE with someone what God is
saying to you.
